1. Cheryl Sunman called the meeting to order without a quorum at 1:10 p.m.  A quorum or 9 directors was reached at 1:25 p.m.

3. Announcements:  It was noted that Donna Pope Green, Tyron Green, Kevin Brown and Sarah Tislow had not renewed memberships per the by-laws by January 31, 2008.  Ermund Miller volunteered and has been appointed as the Awards Chair.

4. Minutes:  The minutes of the 16 September 2007 meeting were approved as posted to the website.

5. Treasurer’s report:  It was moved and seconded to hold approval pending receipt of clarifications.  Action:  Cheryl to request clarifications from Nancy.

6. 2007 Annual Meeting:  All reports were received from attendees at the USATF Annual Meeting in Hawaii and approved expenses have been reimbursed.  Dave Bowers and Latashia Key shared highlights and learning from their participation.

7. Background Screening Program – A proposal from TC logiQ to provide required online background screening services initiated by the USATF member at no cost to the association was reviewed.  Cost is $18 with $8 payable at the time online screening is initiated and $10 covered by USATF.  Minor changes are needed to the draft contract provided by TC logiQ.  Randy questioned if there was a limit to the number of coaches that would be subsidized by USATF (unknown at this time).  The board approved moving forward with the contract with TC logiQ and recommended legal review prior to signing.  Action:  Cheryl to follow-up with TC logiQ.

8. The Grievance filed by USATF Illinois Association was reviewed along with our preliminary response and legal advice.  We are currently awaiting reply from the National Office.

9. Website:  Our current website format is outdated.  It should be more user-friendly and interactive with a possible event calendar.  Vernice Green is currently providing updates and maintenance to our current website and is doing a nice job with the current site.  The intent of the outside query was not to replace Vernice, but to obtain some additional information, then meet with Vernice for further input.  Latashia reported on her investigation of a range of options for updates and redesign of our website by a local web design/marketing company.  Action:  Latashia is to set-up a meeting with Vernice and Cheryl to review the information obtained from the outside company and to develop a plan to move forward with modernizing our site for approval by the board.

10. Open Committee Chairs:  As previously announced, Ermund Miller is the new Awards Chair.  An offer has been extended for the LDR chair, but no response had been received.  

11. Awards for 2007:  The awards presentation has been moved back to April 13 due to no chair and lack of input from some of the sport committee chairs.  Ermund, with input from JoAnn Grissom, have evaluated several facilities and are working with JCC as a possible location.  Latashia mentioned that the Ruth Lilly Health Education Center could now be available for no charge.  Award winners need to be notified and information forwarded to Ermund if not already done so.  Attendees need to RSVP to ensure correct amount of food.  In the future we would also like to consider recognition of committee chairs and possibly a coach of the year.  The awards presentation could be a forum for INUSATF club/organizations to recognize outstanding athletes with INUSATF providing a certificate of recognition.  There was a discussion concerning holding a club/organization meeting following the awards presentation and this was approved.  Club representative are invited to attend the awards ceremony; directors and committee chairs are expected to attend.  An agenda will be drafted for the club meeting and a notice sent to 2007 and 2008 INUSAF club/organizations.  Possible topics include the new Youth Background Screening program, Sport Committee Chairs, benefits of USATF club/organization memberships, volunteer opportunities, events coordination, etc.  

POST MEETING NOTE:  The location has been shifted to the Ruth Lilly Center, 2055 N. Senate, Indianapolis, noon-4.  

12. 2008 Budget – Dave reviewed the proposal based on information from Nancy.  It looks good, but additional information is still needed from committee chairs.  It was suggested that we consider reimbursement of annual USATF membership costs for directors and committee chairs beginning in 2009.  Dave will work on a proposal for vote at the annual meeting in September.  Action:  Committee Chairs to provide budget requirements.

13. Associations Grant – Latashia reported on the grant and requirements from the national office including amount to be used for marketing/distribution..  She and her committee are moving forward with planning and sponsorship for the Hoosier Heartland open/masters championships at IUPUI on June 7.  Action:  Latashia to ensure grant requirements are met and reports filed with the national office.

14. Race Walk – Cheryl reported on the championships/competitions conducted to date and planning in 2008.  Full report is on file.

15. There were no reports from the Youth, Coaches Education or Masters Committee chairs.  There were 89 sanctions approved in 2007 and 22 received so far in 2008.
